@' Lt. James Europe,
one of the most popular
African-American musi-
cians of his time, was also
a true pioneer in the yeld of
African-American musical
heritage. A contemporary
and collaborator with Harry
T. Burleigh and Will Marion
Cook (Duke Ellingtonis
mentor), he started the yrst
widely recognized Black
musicians union in the
country (The Clef Club).
He was also the yrst Black
man to lead troops into
battle during World War .
